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Dear Parents and Guardians: 

I hope this note finds everyone well and happy following the recent holidays and family gatherings.  

This note will focus on ongoing planning for a forthcoming capital campaign. 

Our strategic plan provides a vision narrative and road map for future capital needs.  The details can be 

found in the ‘About Us’ section of the website under ‘From the Principal’s Desk’.  Many components 

of the strategic plan are embedded in our recently completed master plan.  The master plan provides a 

prioritized list on capital projects which, when completed, will sustain Trinity through our second 50 

years of life.  Please recall that Trinity will be 50 years old in 2013.  The master plan, with a graphic 

depiction of our campus of the future, also is found as a separate section on our web site. 

We have hired a fund raising consultant in preparation for a capital campaign that we intend to launch 

coincident with our 50th anniversary – the first capital campaign in our history.  The first step is to com-

pose a case statement which we are currently crafting in coordination with our consultant.  The case 

statement presents our rationale for conducting a campaign.  The next step will be to conduct inter-

views, administer surveys, and hold town hall meetings with samplings from our various constituent 

groups. The latter will result in a feasibility study to determine how much money we are likely to raise 

in support of our various strategic needs.  These data-gathering activities will transpire this spring.  Af-

ter securing diocesan approval, we will launch our capital campaign.  Most campaigns take 3-5 years 

before fundraising goals are reached.   

The first project will occur next summer because an anonymous donor has already agreed to fund it. 

This will be a state-of-the-art fitness and wellness center.  It will include what is now the training room 

and extend outward from what is now the exterior of the building. 

In addition to the largely facility-related projects itemized in the master plan, there is one other capital 

campaign goal that is at least as important as the others.  We need to establish a $1+ million endow-

ment restricted to need-based scholarships.  Its purpose will  be to keep Trinity affordable for deserv-

ing families who will need financial assistance to send their child(ren) here. 

In short, much progress has been made over the past year in identifying and documenting strategic 

needs that must be met over the next decade.  Meeting these needs will  assure our continued preemi-

nence as a high school option for families residing in Cumberland County and surrounding areas on 

both sides of the river. 

Meanwhile, we continue to nurture and instill in our young people the values and skills they will need to 

be responsible citizens, successful, and dedicated to improving the human condition in the rapidly 

changing, ever-shrinking, complex, and volatile 21st century world.  Not a day goes by without constant 

reminders of what tremendous young people comprise our student body.  None of the foregoing 

would happen without loving, supportive parents and a gifted, dedicated faculty and staff.  We thrive in 

the awesome responsibilities you have entrusted to us.  Finally, we thank you for sending us your sons 

and daughters.

In October, 45 students from the dio-
cese were honored for demonstrating 
servant leadership in their parish and 
school communities by the Sisters of 
Saints Cyril and Methodius.  The stu-
dents were nominated by their pastors 
or one the sisters. 
 
We are happy to congratulate 5 Trinity 
students who were among those 
acknowledged for their work in build-
ing God’s kingdom: James Daly, Molly 
Grady, Melanie Insley, Erin McDer-
mott, and Austin Perry. 
 
On Nov 15, 2011, the Legislative Initi-
ative Against the Death Penalty 
(LIADP) invited 12 Trinity students, 
Mrs. Wanda Gabler, and Sr Carol Ma-
rie to attend their annual meet-
ing.  They were treated to a meal and 
several speakers who spoke about the 
current standing of the death penalty 
in PA.  Trinity has been attending this 
event for a number of years and has 
received tickets for over 30 students to 

see a college production of the play, Dead 
Man Walking. Since Catholic Church teach-
ing about the death penalty is clear, and it 
is included in our study of pro-life issues, it 
is a wonderful experience for the students 
to see such committed people from all 
walks of life and faith denominations, giv-
ing so much of their time and talents to 
stopping this injustice in PA.  They have 
also provided us with materials to use in 
class and a newsletter keeping us up to 
date on legislation.   The LIADP is thrilled 
to have the students from Trinity High 
School to represent the youth of the state 
in the fight against the death penalty. 
 
Our students showed their commitment to 
helping others by participating in our an-
nual Thanksgiving Food Drive. We began 
our Thanksgiving Prayer Service with a 
solemn procession of students and staff 
bringing gifts of food to the auditorium. 
Students contributed over 1100 pounds of 
food for Project SHARE of Carlisle.   
 
Our bi-weekly Mission Collection is anoth-
er way our students show their generosity 
and servant spirit. One collection each 
month goes to The Propagation of the 
Faith, an organization that provides sup-
port for the pastoral and evangelical pro-
grams of the Catholic Church in mission 
areas including Africa, Asia and the Pacific 
Islands.  The second collection each 
month benefits a local charity or need.  So 
far this school year, we have helped sup-
port Catholic Worker House, Morning Star 
Pregnancy, Project Share, and the Inter-
faith Shelter.  In February, we will have our 
annual mission challenge between the 
freshmen and sophomores.  The grade that 

raises the most money will select the 
charity that receives the funds collected 
during the challenge.  
 
I know that you, our parents, are the 
models of generosity for our students.  
Thank you for encouraging your chil-
dren to live as true servants of the Lord. 
 
On Monday, January 23, 2012 approxi-
mately 50 students and chaperones from 
Trinity will go to our Nation’s capital, 
Washington DC, to the March for Life.  
The day includes Mass, a Pro-life rally 
and the March to the Supreme Court. 
 
Every Tuesday at 7:15 the Trinity com-
munity celebrates Mass in the chapel.  
Throughout the year, different student 
organizations have sponsored the Mass 
by providing altar servers, lectors, and 
gift bearers.  We invite anyone from the 
trinity community to come celebrate 
with us.

The Guidance Office has been very 

busy during the first few months of 

the current school year processing 

college applications for the seniors.  

To date, over 562 applications have 

been submitted with an average turn 

around rate of four days from the date 

a complete application arrives in the 

guidance office until it leaves via hard 

copy or electronically!!  It can take the 

college admissions offices several 

weeks to process an application be-

cause of the large volume of applica-

tions that they receive and a student’s 

application status will remain 

“incomplete” during this time.   

Incomplete or missing forms will 

cause delays in processing a student’s 

application.  Please remind your stu-

dent to read the application require-

ments carefully, and if it is a paper 

form, bring all required forms, espe-

cially the secondary school report to 

the guidance office.  Parents should 

also have signed a “Transcript Re-

lease” form which is available in the 

guidance office. 

Some students have already received 

acceptances and have begun the pro-

cess of making a final decision about 

where they wish to spend the next 

four years of their lives.  Some of the 

schools that have offered our seniors 

admission include Penn State, Pennsyl-

vania College of Art and Design, West 

Chester University, McDaniel College 

and many, many more. 

The STAR Team (Trinity’s Student 

Assistance Team) is making an effort 

to make students and parents more 

aware of its existence and its ability to 

help students who may be experienc-

ing problems with substance abuse, 

serious family problems or other diffi-

culties.

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Mr. Steve Gotwols attended several 
summer educational workshops in 
preparation for the 2011-2012 school 
year.  As a result, Trinity seniors are 
participating in state and international 
science projects this year- “Trout in 
the Classroom” and “Leaf Pack Net-
work”. 
 

Trout in the Class-
room is administered 
by the PA Fish and 
Boat Commission 
and Cumberland 
County Trout Unlimited, which pro-
vides Brook Trout eggs and all neces-
sary hardware for the project.  Eggs 
were delivered the first week of No-
vember, and the fry (trout babies) 
have hatched and are starting to eat 
their first meals.  In the spring, the 
trout will be released into the Yellow 
Breeches Creek.  Now that the fry are 
actively swimming and eating, look 
for pictures of their development on 
the THS website.   
 

“Leaf Pack Network” is an interna-
tional stream assessment project.  
Locally, Trinity students are assessing 
the quality of Cedar Run, a tributary 
of the Yellow Breeches, which runs 
along the front of Allen Middle 
School.  The results of the assess-
ment will be incorporated into an 
international database published by 
Stroud Water Research Center, a non
-profit organization which promotes 
global knowledge and stewardship of 
fresh water ecosystems through re-
search and education.  Materials for 
the stream assessment were donated 
to THS by the Stroud Center. 

 
 

 
About twenty Trinity High 
School students are busily prepar-
ing projects for the school sci-
ence fair to be held on Tuesday, 

January 24, 2012 in the physics lab (room 
102).  Educators and industry experts will be 
on hand to judge the projects.  Students 
whose projects score well with the judges will 
then have the opportunity to compete for 
prizes in the regional science fair in March. 
 

All projects will be on display in the physics 
lab for the entire week and the science fair 
will be open for public viewing after the 
judging has been completed from about 6:30-
8:00pm on January 24. 

 

The students at Trinity High School 
can now access instructional videos for 
solving mathematics problems at the 
website www.mathrightnow.com.  Stu-
dents may use the videos to review 
techniques that they learned in previous 
math courses or previous lessons of the 
current math course.  Teachers may 
assign viewing a video in preparation 
for a new lesson.  The students re-
ceived the login information in class.  
The following information is taken 

from the mathrightnow website: 

“MATHRIGHTNOW.COM™ is an 

interactive database which contains 

thousands of questions from topics 

within basic mathematics, algebra, ge-

ometry, trigonometry, probability and 

statistics. The database also contains 

thousands of mathematics questions 

similar to those found on the math 

sections of the SAT* exam. Students 

who wish to practice a certain mathe-

matical skill can scroll through our ex-

tensive list of topics traditionally cov-

ered in these subjects and select those 

they wish to review. They can then 

create problem sets or practice tests 

containing questions from within these 

topics. Students can choose the number 

and difficulty level of the questions 

within the problem set or practice test 

and can also choose to create a timed 

exam which can simulate a classroom 

exam. Once created, students can work 

each problem individually and receive 

immediate feedback on the correctness 

of their solutions (during a problem set) 

or take the entire exam and review their 

solutions at the conclusion of the exam. 

Many parents at times may feel a sense 

of frustration when their children ask 

them for help with their math home-

work or test preparation. The topics 

studied in today's math classes are not 

quite the same as those studied in the 

past. Some topics have been added, 

while some have been removed from 

the curriculum. Many parents may have 

forgotten some, or most of the material 

they themselves covered in their own math 

classes and thus find it difficult to assist their 

children with their coursework. Math-

RightNow.com seeks to bridge this gap to 

help parents help their children.  

Each of the hundreds of topics covered in 

our database is accompanied by a short les-

son which reviews the important concepts, 

definitions and procedures which are vital to 

the comprehension of that topic. Parents 

can view this lesson with or without their 

child and use this review to help their child 

practice solving problems chosen from that 

topic.”

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Physicals:  A reminder for parents 
of Freshmen and transfer students:  
Pennsylvania state law requires a re-
cent physical examination for students 
upon entry into school.  Trinity High 
School requires this for all freshmen 
and any transfer students.  These ex-
aminations are necessary because 
childhood through adolescence is a 
critical time period for growth and 
development.  A physical exam must 
be done after September 1st of the 
current school year or within one year 
prior to the student’s entry into 
school.  If you have not sent in a cur-
rent physical, it is suggested that you 
do so as soon as possible.  The physi-
cal examination form is available for 
download on the school website. 
 

¶ Varicella (Chicken Pox) Vac-
cine:  All students are required to 
have had 2 doses of the varicella vac-
cine or documented immunity (prior 
disease history or titer test) prior to 
May, 2012. This immunization is re-
quired in order to continue to attend 
school in Pennsylvania.  Your child 
may be excluded from school if this 
information is not provided. 
 

¶ Over the counter medications:  
Students must have written permis-
sion from a parent/guardian to take 
over-the-counter  medicat ions 
(Tylenol, Ibuprofen, Tums, cough 
drops).  Mandatory forms, which in-
clude a waiver signed by parents, have 
been developed by the Diocese.  This 
form must be signed in front of a 
witness, which requires the parent/
guardian to come into the school and 
sign in front of a school employee.  
These forms are kept in the main of-
fice as well as the health office.  Please 
keep in mind that if your student 
needs frequent doses or a specific 
medication not listed above, they 
should provide a small bottle to be 
kept in the health office. 
 

Prescription medications:  Prescrip-
tion medications must be accompa-
nied by a physician’s note with in-
structions for administration, as well 
as diagnosis.  The medication must be 

in a properly labeled container (from 
the pharmacy) listing student’s name, 
name of medication, dosage, and 
frequency of administration.

The Trinity Latin Club members

The 
club manned a hydration center for the 
Harrisburg Marathon on November 13. 
The group gathered early at the Harrisburg 
Area Community College Fire School park-
ing lot and began their service experience. 
This was the first time that the Latin Club 
had ever helped out with Special Olympics. 
The Trinity students set up a table alongside 
the trail where the marathoners would be 
coming through. They filled up rows and 
rows of cups of water and cytomax.

And thus we spent our time taking 
roughly yelled orders and hurriedly shoving 
cups into the hands of men, women, and 
children as they rushed by. The students 
who weren’t handing out water were col-
lecting the used cups that the athletes had 
chucked to the side of the path. All in all 
this was quite a different scene from the 
original Marathon. 
 
            Most people know the story of the 
famed Athenian runner who ran all the way 
from Marathon to Athens after the Greeks 
defeated the Persians in the Battle of Mara-
thon.  Having survived the battle, the run-
ner reached Athens dying with these last 
words on his lips, “Nike! Victory!” This long 
distance between the cities of Athens and 
Marathon has long been touted as the origin 
of the marathon, and in a way it was. The 
actual distance of a marathon is (to the deci-
mal) 26.2 miles. However, the actual dis-
tance from Athens to Marathon was only 25 

miles, and that’s all a “marathon” was for 
quite some time. It was not until The London 
Olympics of 1896 that the first modern day 
distanced marathon was held. The King and 
Queen of England were fans of the marathon-
ers and decided that they too wanted to watch 
the race. However when the finish line was set 
up they found it to be a bit too far away from 
the Royal viewing box.  In order to satisfy the 
royalty, the finish line was stretched out for 
another 1.2 miles. Yes, it was the British – not 
the Greeks – who have given us the distance 
for the most grueling race ever run.

Advent Homily
